The Kosciusko County Chapter is imple-
menting the webbased blended learning
program for Health and Safety courses.
Courses available include CPR Adult,
Child and Infant, Automated External
Defibrillation (AED), First Aid and
CPR/AED for Professional Rescuers.

American Red Cross wekbased learning
is flexible and seHpaced. Unlike training
with a group, participants can learn at
their own pace, allowing them to stop

and review information whenever neces-
sary to ensure that they completely under-
stand the instruction. Course takers have
